City lost five WWII vets in 2018
By B. Wayne QuistLake City lost fi ve of its 

World War II era veterans in 
2018 – Donald Palmer who 
served in the Air Force; Babe 
TerBorch, Robert Suskovic 
and Melvin Liljevall who 
served in the Navy; and Don-
ald Dahling who served in the 
Army. Like their surviving 
comrades today, our Lake City 
WWII veterans were all in 
their late 80s or 90s and were 
charter members of the Great-
est Generation, serving in the 
Army, Navy and Air Force.Tom Brokaw wrote that our 

WWII veterans represent “the 
greatest generation any so-
ciety has ever produced...for 
these men and women fought 
not for fame and recognition, 
but because it was the right 
thing to do.” Brokaw’s book 
tells about these young Ameri-
cans who came of age during 
the Great Depression of the 
1930s and fought victoriously 
in World War II.During the war, America 

drafted over 16 million men 
into the military out of a 
draft pool of 50 million and 
total population of only 130 
million. And the country 
produced vast quantities of 
ships, tanks, airplanes, and 
other military weapons from 
the “arsenal of freedom and 
democracy.” Women worked 
in defense plants and fl ew 
airplanes; everyone pitched 
in and more than 400,000 did 
not come back home, resting 
today in military cemeteries 

around the world.We are now losing nearly 
400 WWII veterans each day. 
The Department of Veterans 
Affairs has a chart showing 
the steady decline of living 
WWII vets. At the end of 2018 
there were fewer than 500,000 
WWII vets left and by 2020 
the number will drop to less 
than 300,000. That means
