MnDOT: Highway project tailored 
to Lake City’s unique circumstances

The Minnesota Department 
of Transportation (MnDOT) 
has disputed an attorney’s as-
sertion that work on the Lake 
City Highway 61 reconstruc-
tion project, as it’s currently 
planned, is the costlier option.

In a November email to 
the city’s engineering fi rm, 
attorney Dan Biersdorf of 
Biersdorf and Associates 
said that closing the entire 
highway during construction 
would create adverse taking 
claims from businesses that 
lose access.In the email, Biersdorf 

acknowledges that cost was a 
factor in choosing to complete 
the project in one season in-
stead of two, but argues that 
the cost of settling the claims 
would make a single season 
of construction the costlier 
option.

He advocates for redesign-
ing the project to take place 
over two years, keeping the 
traffi c fl ow open by only 
working on one half of the 
roadway at a time. This is 
what was done in a Red Wing 
project, he said, and it would 
maintain access to the road-
way for businesses along the 
route.

Biersdorf identifi ed his 
clients as Lake City business 
owners and in an interview 
said he’d dealt directly with 
John Redmond. He is the 
owner of Wise Ace Hardware 
downtown and U.S. Gas along 
the northern stretch of the 
project.

Redmond said he’s part of a 
group of six people that have 
been very involved and about 
20 more who are interested.

“What’s going to hurt us is 
I’m probably going to have 
to shut the gas station down,” 
he said.

But the places that “are re-
ally going to have a problem 
are the Mexican restaurant, 
Shear Wizards,” he said, busi-
nesses on Lakeshore Drive 
downtown that don’t have ac-
cess to side streets.In a Dec. 17 response to 

Biersdorf provided to the 
Graphic, MnDOT Project 
Manager Aaron Breyfogle 
wrote that the agency dis-
agrees that property rights will 
be taken during construction.

“The project plans, speci-
fi cations, and contract docu-
ments provide for reasonable 
access to be maintained to all 
such properties throughout the 
project. Even when segments 
of Highway 61 are temporar-
ily closed to through traffi c, 
detours and project crossing 
will provide routes to each 
parcel for local traffi c,” he 
wrote.

In an email, MnDOT 
spokesperson Cindy Morgan 
said that “it is a common per-
ception that while an area is 
under construction there will 
be no access, but that is not 
the case.”

“By law, MnDOT must 
provide access to all busi-
nesses, and residents through 
construction and it must be 
ADA (Americans with Dis-
abilities Act) compliant, 
which means we ensure there 
are no tripping hazards, it’s 
wide enough for wheel chairs, 
and the slopes are gentle,” she 

of distance from one build-
ing face to another and other 
characteristics unique to Lake 
City, working in the appro-
priate space for traffi c, con-
struction barriers, medians, 
excavation for underground 
utilities, ADA compliant ac-
cess, and other consideration, 
it was determined that it was 
not a feasible approach for this 
community,” she said.Still, she said, MnDOT has 

taken the importance of high-
way traffi c to local businesses 
into consideration.“As it became clear that 

the Red Wing approach was 
not viable, returning traffi c 
to portions of the roadway as 
quickly as possible became a 
priority. The project has been 
developed so that only small 
sections of the roadway are 
worked on for much shorter 
periods of time, and then 
opened to traffi c,” she said.One section of the project 

will be under construction for 
three months, then opened. 
Another will be under con-
struction for roughly four 
months, then opened. A third 
will begin once the fi rst is 
complete and last roughly four 
months. The entire project is 
supposed to begin in April and 
wrap up by early November.Breyfogle noted that the 

contractor will be required to 
keep the project on schedule 
or pay fi nancial penalties.MnDOT’s responsibility to 

maintain the highway “comes
